Guidelines and Application Information

Overview

This award is open to individuals or organizations that have demonstrated sustained and outstanding national/international leadership and advocacy for entrepreneurship education. The leadership and advocacy should have been at a level beyond a specific community, institution or state/province. 
Nominees must possess the qualifications specified in the award criteria. Only members of the Consortium for Entrepreneurship Education may submit a nomination application; either a self-nomination or on behalf of another individual/organization. The award winner will be honored at the annual Entrepreneurship Education Forum hosted by the Consortium for Entrepreneurship Education. 

This award will be presented when the Award Selection Committee believes that it is appropriate to recognize an individual’s or organization’s contribution to supporting the advancement of entrepreneurship education. The intent is to recognize one individual/organization each year, however if a suitable candidate is not nominated, the award may not be presented. Members of the Executive Committee will serve on the Award Selection Committee.

Award nominees should have made contributions that are noteworthy in advancing the mission of entrepreneurship education to enhance lifelong learning. 
Nominees may be from any level of education (K-20), the business world, non-profit organizations, or the political realm.

Awards Criteria

· Passion for entrepreneurship education 

· Outstanding leadership and guidance in entrepreneurship education

· Advocacy for entrepreneurship education 

· Contributions to entrepreneurship education over a sustained period of time

· Making a very real difference for students and entrepreneurship programs 

· Perseverance in overcoming obstacles and challenges to offering quality entrepreneurship education opportunities for youth and adults (K-20).
